dryer is designed to handle your laundry needs effectively while saving space in your home.

This Mini Tumble Dryer offers customisable drying cycles for the best results. Heavy fabrics, such
as towels or jeans, dry completely in 120-180 minutes. Normal fabrics can be perfectly dried in
60-120 minutes, while the Anti-Wrinkle function ensures your garments remain smooth and ready
to wear with a dedicated 30- to 60-minute cycle. Improve the efficiency of drying clothes and

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Electrical Appliance Safety

Please use 220V AC power supply with a current of 10A; the earthing end of the socket must
be reliable grounded; and it’s better to use a leakage protector.

Please keep inflammable and volatile substances (such as gasoline and alcohol) away from
the running clothes dryer to avoid fire.

Do not install the dryer in wet places to avoid electric shock, leakage, or other accidents.

It should be easy to plug and unplug when the dryer is in normal use; the plug must be pulled
out during a power cut.

If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer, service agent, or
qualified person in order to avoid a hazard.

Do not place the dryer on any flammable surface/materials when in use.

Use soft, wet towel wipe the dirty inner drum or outside of the dryer; do not rinse it directly
with water or wipe it with volatile oil (such as alcohol, gasoline, etc)

The machine must be well ventilated to prevent the flowing air from entering the space to
ignite other substances, including open fires.

idelines for use

Wash and spin clothes before putting them in the dryer. (In order to avoid water leakage and
increased drying time, do not put the clothes wrung out by hand into the dryer.)

Please check and take out inflammables, coins, hairclips, paper clip keys, and other sharp
metal objects from any garment pockets before drying.

Fasten the zipper and button, and turn the clothes inside out to dry. This will reduce the sound
of a collision with the drum.



Clothes with the label “clothes that cannot be washed with water” or “dry-cleaned” cannot be
used in the clothes dryer.

Wool fabric and leather material should not be used in the clothes dryer. Wool and leather will
get damaged; the wool fabric will shrink and reform.

After each use, it is essential to clean the thread crumbs on the air inlet filter screen and air
outlet filter cotton.

It's better to dry the same or similar fabrics at the same time. Do not dry clothes that have the
following requirements: do not tumble dry, hang dry, drip dry, or spread dry.

During the normal operation of the dryer, the surface of the dryer is not allowed to be covered
with any textiles. During the operation of the dryer, the surface temperature of the dryer will be
slightly higher than that of the human body, which is normal.

Health and Safety Guidelines
Always unplug the unit when not in use, before cleaning, or when adding or removing parts.
Please read the instructions carefully before using any appliance.

Always ensure that the voltage on the rating label corresponds to the mains voltage in your
home.

Incorrect operation and use can damage the appliance and cause injury to the user.

The appliance is intended for household use only. Commercial use invalidates the warranty,
and the supplier cannot be held responsible for injury or damage caused when using the
appliance for any other purpose than that intended.

Do not let children use this appliance unsupervised.

Check the power cord and plug regularly for any damage. To prevent an electrical hazard, the
manufacturer will need to replace the cord or plug if it is damaged.

Installation

The clothes dryer should be installed on solid ground, on steady table or on a specialised bracket.
It should be installed at least 10-15¢cm away from any walls particularly the back of the unit.

Please use the dryer in a well ventilated room to help discharge any hot and humid air in a confined
space. The length of any exhaust outlet pipe should not exceed 2 metres.

Installation of Air Vent Connector & Exhaust Outlet

Fit the Air Vent Connector to the unit and adjust the direction of the air flow according to your
needs. Then connect the Exhaust Outlet to the Air Vent Connector to help dissipate any exhaust
(hot/humid air) from the unit. Ideally this should be to the outside through a door or window,
alternatively use the dryer in a large room were the exhaust can dissipate easily.

Installation of the Tumble Dryer
Keep the top side of the tumble dryer up. When the tumble dryer is placed on a horizontal
surface or table, please make sure that the ground or table is solid and level.

Other Installation Options

Bracket/shelf Installation (bracket/shelf is not included): When installing the Dryer 71
on a bracket or stand, ensure the installation will be firm and solid. To provide proper 13cm
air flow, allow at least 13cm (5 inches) between the rear of the Dryer and the wall.

Wall Mounting the Dryer: Please scan the QR Code which will direct you to our product page with a
video of how to secure the mini dryer to the wall, alternatively follow these instructions

Identify the location to mount the dryer, ensuring the wall is solid (stud/partition walls are not

suitable) and that there is ample distance above the dryer (50mm/2 inches). If mounting above a

Washing Machine, always allow enough space for the Washing Machine’s cover to open.

a. Place the first bracket in the selected position and mark the holes (A). Using a spirit level
mark the holes as shown on diagram (B) for 2nd bracket.

b. Drill holes with a suitably sized drill bit. 485mm
Fasten the hooks to the wall with the 482.5mm

Daily maintenance

In order to ensure the normal use of the dryer, please clean the outlet inlet filter screen timely and
clean the body regularly. Please pull out the power plug before cleaning!

Air outlet filter screen cleaning.
Please clean the air outlet filter screen after each use.

Remove the filter: put your hand into the inner drum of the machine and insert it into the four holes
near the centre of the outlet air hood. Pull the filter outward.
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cover screen cotton
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Filter Cleaning

Remove the air outlet cover, filter screen, filter screen cotton and use a soft brush or vacuum
cleaner to clean the any debris from the filter screen and the filter cotton. Be careful not to
damage the filter cotton.

Filter screen re-installation

Reassemble the filter in reverse order after cleaning, then replace the concave centre part of
the filter screen into the convex centre part of the drum inside the dryer .

Clean the air inlet filter screen once a month.

Push the outside middle end of the air inlet filter screen cover upwards, hold it and take it off.
Use a soft brush or vacuum cleaner to clean the dust on it.

Replace the filter in the machine after cleaning.

Body cleaning.
Use a wet soft wipe to clean the inner drum and outside of the dryer; use kitchen detergent to
wipe the stubborn stains; and then clean with a cloth.

Note: Do not use diluent, gasoline, or alcohol to wipe the body or the dryer.



Control Panel Instructions

There are five Drying Program Selections: Cooling, Antiwrinkle, Normal, Heavy and Cool Air Care.

Cooling: This function happens in the last 20
minutes of the drying process.Use cold air instead
of hot air to cool the clothes that have just been dried,
making it easy to take clothes out.

Cool Air Care:This function is operated
by cool air, mainly to remove the odor, hair,
dustandsoon.
